= help to determine if objectives are being met

m are the basis for continuous improvement and adaptive management processes because
they reveal changes, trends and underlying social or biophysicial processes

m contribute to the assessment of how plans, projects and stakeholders are ‘performing’,

thereby reinforcing the accountability required of participants.
